Within 30 days after filing the Articles of Incorporation with

the Secretary of State’s ffice, a copy of the Articles of Incorporation certified by the

ecretary of tate and a copy of the Certificate of Incorporation must be filed with the

office of the recorder of mortgages in the parish where the corporation’s registered office

is located.
